YORK AREA REGIONAL POLICE DEPARTMENT

Sgt. Joel Good was present representing York Area Regional Police Department.  

· Dallastown has used over 223 hours of service

· There were 67 calls for service in December.
· One of the December calls was a robbery at Tom’s.   There were quite a few discrepancies in the clerk’s story and it turned out that the clerk was the guilty party.

· There were some changes in the force:  Officer Sampere will no longer be the K-9 Officer.   That position will be taken over by Officer Boyce.  Officer Miche has completed his field training program and now is on probationary status for one year.  Mr. Smith asked if the dog will be transferred to the new officer and the answer was yes once he goes through a re-training process with Castle’s Canine.  
· Kevin Sprague of Chestnut Street in Dallastown questioned whether the Borough’s Agreement with the York Area Regional Police covered investigative services.  Mr. Smith told him yes, that it was all inclusive.  
VISITORS/PUBLIC COMMENT

· Bernie & Joan Klingenmeier were invited to attend a Council meeting by David Garabedian, the Zoning & Codes Officer due to some concerns they had.  They own the property at 201 W. Broad St in Dallastown and their concerns were about Rose Alley which is directly behind their property.  They understand that since the alley has not been adopted by the Borough, it goes back to the property owners.  The neighbors behind them had some unsightly items on their portion of Rose Alley and were encroaching on the Klingenmeier’s half of Rose Alley.   At the advice of the Borough, they obtained a survey in order to get a Quick Claim Deed claiming half of Rose Alley as their property.  They were concerned that the neighbor behind them did not have to go through all that expense, but is still allowed to put personal property on his half of the alley.  It was explained by Attorney Jones that in order to put up a fence on the very back of their property, they need the Quick Claim Deed to include the half of the alley.  Mr. Garabedian will follow up on the unsightly items on the neighbor’s property.
FIRE COMPANY REPORT

Chief Ehrhart was present to give the fire company report.

· There were 82 calls in the Borough during the month of December with no claimable damage.

· A list of Fire Company Officers will be forwarded to the Borough within the month.  There are still a few positions to be filled.

· Chief Ehrhart had back surgery and during his recovery, Pete Ehrhart and Pat Noll will be filling in.

· The Borough has been quiet so far this year, but it has been busy all around us.
· Once Chief Ehrhart gets back into the swing of things he will be continuing on some of the projects, such as the Knox Boxes.
· Mr. Smith thanked the Chief for a good year working with the Fire Department.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT
· The Police Contract will be expiring the end of 2014.  Mr. Smith will speak to the Commission on Thursday concerning the renewal.

· The Trash Contract also expires the end of 2014.  Attorney Jones suggested checking into once a week collections to possibly save a little money.  Mr. Smith stated that he believes the bids come in both ways.

· Attorney Jones suggested that Council think about limiting discussions on Colonial Park to every other month.  Council decided to leave it as it is for right now.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Colonial Park:
· DEP was contacted with 2 meeting dates (Jan 27th & Feb 10th), but they have not responded as of today.
· Charles Mooney, of 660 Colonial Drive, attended a York Township Sewer Authority meeting.  He inquired as to whether any of Colonial Park is in the plan for public sewer and was told it is not.
Mr. Malesker also contacted Gary Millbrand, of York Township, with the same question and was told it is not in the plan.

· At the previous meeting, Sandy Sterner stated that the Borough’s proposal for sewer rates for Colonial Park will be the highest in the Dallastown School District.  After some research, Mr. Malesker stated that several other municipalities within the School District are higher that the Borough’s proposal.
· Brady Stearn – 145 April Lane – Mr. Stearn made the observation that Mr. Deller, owner of the Deller Farm which is to be the site of the new pump station, never attends any of the Borough Council meetings.  He wondered how that site was selected.  Council stated that Mr. Deller was approached by the Borough and that he has legal counsel.  Mr. Stearn then asked whether there will be a re-zoning needed in order for Mr. Deller to develop his property and who is negotiating with him.  Mr. Smith stated that no one is currently due to the Colonial Park residents asking that the Borough slow down a bit.  Initially there was a team that met with Mr. Deller consisting of Attorney Jones, Mr. Malesker & Mr. Metz.
· Mr. Malesker also stated that York Township did not purchase any property on Blymire Road per his conversation with Gary Millbrand.

· Application for Payment to SWERP in the amount of $64,596.02 was ready for approval.

Motion:  Mr. Markel moved and was seconded by Mr. Metz to approve the application for payment to SWERP in the amount of $64,596.02.

Motion carried 7-0.

· The cost sharing with York Township on the S. Duke Street pump station will stay on the agenda.
BUSINESS FOR ACTION
· Photos of 636 Wilson Court showing a backhoe re-working the septic were sent to the Borough.  The property is in York Township.

· With all the recent rain and snow, there were no calls regarding the pump station.

· Council needs to strongly look at the police protection for the next contract.  The cost per unit will be taking a major hit.
